THE auditor-general's report has' 
identified several weaknesses in the 
construction of the Sultan Yahya Pe­
traSecond Bridge in Kota Bam. 

In the report, it was revealed that 
the construction of the nmiprt W R "

Although the force~s perfor­

mance in transportation manage­
ment was satisfactory, it also re­
ported "unreasonable fuel con­
sumption" inconsistent with the 
distance of travel. 

Overall, the report recommend­
ed that the force should maintain 
its financial records in good con-
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dition, to have more rigorous su­
pervision and adequat~ training, 
specifically for officers who are as­
signed to manage finance. 

The report also recommended 
that the force should take action 
against officers who have neglect­
ed their responsibilities in main­
taining transparency in financial 
management.
