Families want inquiry into shooting 
I found suspicious bruises on my brother's face and body, says victim's sipling

PETALING JAYA: The families of 
two men shot dead by the police last 
month are calling for an inquiry 
into the shooting. 

Mohammad Shahril Sugumaran 
Abdullah, 26, and S. Uvarajan, 22, 
died in an alleged shootout with the 

police along the Selayang-Kepong 
Highway on Aug 19. 

According to Selangor CID chief 
Deputy Comm Datuk Mohd Adnan 
Abdullah, ·police noticed them act­
ing suspiciously near the Forest 
Research Institute Malaysia (FRIM) 
and a chase ensued. 

The two allegedly rammed into a 
police car and fired several shots at 

policemen forcing police to return 
. fire. 

Uvarajan's brother, S. Devendran, 
30, questioned what really hap­
pened. 

''When I went to claim his body, I 
saw he had bruises on his face and 
what looked like bruises caused by 
handcuffs on his wrists. 

"Something does not ~eem right,'' 

he said. 
Meanwhile, Mohammad Shahril 

Sugumaran's mother, P. Saratha, 53, 
said she lost her caregiver in the 
shooting. 
. "My son was the only one taking 
care of me and now he is gone. 

''Why did they have to shoot him? 
They could have just arrested him 
and let the court decide," she said. 

Their lawyer M. Visvanathan said 
he filed an application for an 
inquest on Sept -1. 

"We just want to get to the bottom 
of what really happened," he said, 
adding that they would be filing an 
application to exhume the body of 
Mohammad Shahril Sugumaran so 
that a second post-mortem could be 
conducted.

"However, the nation's public 
universities have been hit by a 15% 
budget cut this year after the econ­
omy came under pressure from

Baty said Malaysia must ensure it 
continued to tnake higher educa­
tion a priority if it wanted to meet 
its ambition to create world-class 
universities. 

UUM vice-chancellor Prof Datuk 
Dr Mohamad Mustafa Ishak said he 
was glad that UUM was listed this 

year as "we are not a full-fledged 
university". 

He said this was because UUM 
only offered courses in manage­
ment, business and social· science.

He said this was the first time the 
private university took part in the 
THE rankings. 

UPM . vice-chancellor Prof Datin 
Paduka Dr Ainildetis said the rank­
ings mattered when it came to 
forming stakeholders' perception 
of the university. 

"We can benchmark ourselves 
with our international counter­
parts," she added. 

Baty said for the first time in the 
12-year history of the rankings, the 
United States lost the top spot to 
Britain's Oxford University.
