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Strengthening and Streamlining the Privatization Process

7.27 Project identification and implementation. During the Plan period, the
Government will continue to identify projects that will generate multiplier effects
and upgrade the quality of services in areas such as transportation, construction
and utilities. Towards this end, the Privatization Action Plan which is a two-year
rolling plan as stipulated in the Privatization Master Plan, will be reviewed and
reformulated. Projects to be privatized will take into consideration national
priorities as set out in the National Vision Policy (NVP). Selection will continue
to be based on certain prescribed criteria such as consistency with sector strategies,
relative advantage of the private sector over the public sector in the delivery of
services in terms of efficiency and quality as well as the long-term viability
and sustainability of the projects. To ensure that privatization continues to
provide the impetus in accelerating further economic growth, major projects
approved during the Seventh Plan period will be implemented, as shown in
Table 7-13.
