Employers Federation, more than 
half of the companies they surveyed 
said they had encountered paren­
tal involvement in their recruiting 
process.

To me, having her around 
nearby actually eases my mind and 
makes me less nervous~ 

''Then, right after I'm done with 
my session, I would rush and tell 
her A to Z what happened." 

Ipoh lad Vinesh, 21, who just 
started work as a writer for a tablet 
media publication, shares that his 
parents helped him in his job search 
but only went as far as coaching 
him on how to ace the interview. 

"They gave me some pointers 
on how to impress my future boss 
and also advised me on clothes to 
wear," he remembers fondly. 

He did his own resume, though, 
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he stresses. "My university taught 
me well." 
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Still, he concedes, his parents had 
used their personal network to find 
job opportunities for him. 

"It is the first time one of their 
sons was going out of Ipoh in search 
of work and they spoke about the 
rigours of working in Kuala, Lumpur." 

He is happy that his parents had 
allowed him to go for the interview 
himself.·
